The book of Job is credited with being the finest piece of literature in the Hebrew
language. It is a poem: and all scholars admit that no translation yet given does it justice.
Whoever was used of God as the penman, his name is not given. Some have assumed
that the book of Job is merely a parable, and that Job himself is merely an imaginary
character. In Ezekiel 14:14 and James 5:11, Job is classed with other holy men, which
would not be the case were this narrative merely a parable. The fact that Job lived a
hundred and forty years after his adversities, or probably over two hundred years in all,
together with the fact that neither he nor his friends make any allusion to Israel or Moses
or the Law, nor to Abraham and God's Covenant made with him, seem to indicate
beyond doubt that he belonged to the Patriarchal age. Possibly he lived about the same
time as Abraham and Melchisedek. His home was evidently in Arabia, probably not far
from Palestine.
